Skin Cryotherapy Procedure
What is a Skin Cryosurgery Procedure?

Skin cryosurgery is a procedure to treat your skin lesion (usually a pre-cancer lesion) by freezing it. It also may be used to remove skin lesions like warts or Seborreic keratosis.
After the procedure: 
You may apply a thin swipe of petroleum jelly every day to reduce scarring. Full healing of the wound area may take up to 3- 6 months and that the initial pink color of the wound usually turns white. The lesion after treatment may burn. You may roll an ice cube over the lesion to obtain comfort. The lesion may blister. If it blisters, leave the blister intact. Normally the treated lesion will dry and scab over. You may apply a swipe of Vaseline to aid in healing; you may need to re-apply Vaseline during the day until the lesion has completely healed. 

Return to clinic if lesion fails to heal in 2 weeks.
Contact Telcare if:

· If you have any questions or concerns.

· You get a fever.

· You have more swelling, redness, or bleeding from your wound.

· You have pain that does not go away, or gets worse.

· You have yellow or green drainage coming out of your wound.

· You see new lesions on your skin.

Seek Care Immediately if: 
Your bandage is suddenly soaked with blood, and you cannot stop the bleeding.
