GYN General Discharge Instructions 

· Expect a sore throat, vaginal spotting and some brown vaginal discharge.  

· You may take non-steroid anti-inflammatory drugs (NSAIDs) such as Aspirin, Motrin, Aleve, etc. or Tylenol for pain if you are not allergic to them. The NSAIDs may be taken in place of or in addition to your prescribed meds to assist with pain relief.
· You may not drive until you have stopped taking the narcotic pain meds and can control a vehicle safely.  This may take anywhere from a day or two to a few weeks depending on the type of surgery you had.

· Do not place anything in the vagina for 6 weeks.

· Avoid heavy lifting as discussed in the clinic. Walking should be your only form of exercise.

· You may return to work as per discussion with your surgeon at your appointment before the surgery. 

· Do not get constipated.  Take over the counter stool softeners twice a day and drink plenty of fluids.  If you are constipated, try prune juice, hot liquids, and increase your water intake.  
· Try laxatives if you still have no relief.
·  Use ice or heat (warm, moist towels) to the area as needed.
· You may shower as soon as you feel up to it. Do not swim until after your clinic follow up appointment. 

· You will need an appointment after your surgery as discussed with your surgeon.
Continue routine home medications

Call if:

· You have a temperature of more than 101 degrees Fahrenheit that you check with a thermometer twice, six hours apart. 

· You have too much vaginal bleeding or foul smelling vaginal drainage.
· You are unable to urinate.
· You have increasing pain.
