You have an appointment for a CT Enterography with IV Contrast and Oral Contrast (Volumen). 
To prepare for this exam:
· Do not eat or drink anything for 8 hours before your scan.
·  You may take medication with a small amount of water.
· If you have lab work ordered for your CT, please go to the lab before checking in for your CT.
· It may take up to 2 hours to get the results of your lab work.

· Your scan cannot be done until these results are available.
· You will be required to drink 3 bottles of Oral Contrast (Volumen). 

· This is a timed study, so we must wait for your lab results before you can begin drinking the contrast.
· Inform the nurse, clerk, or technologist if:
· You are taking Metformin (Glucophage)- A blood sugar pill
