The Center for Occupational Safety and Infection Control (COSIC) is administratively situated in the Office of Public Health and Environmental Hazards at the VA Central Office in Washington, DC, and geographically based in Gainesville, Florida. Our group serves as a platform for conceptualizing and discussing new ideas. The projects sponsored by the COSIC are typically conducted by collaborators at VA Medical Centers, including those in the North Florida/South Georgia Veteans Health System. The recommendations that grow out of each project aim for immediate and measurable outcomes that may be widely reproduced. In addition, their implementation should lead to increased employee satisfaction and cost effective delivery of services.
