Details Office Burial (Lake City)
Headstones and Markers:

VA furnishes headstones or markers at no charge for graves in cemeteries for honorably discharged veterans . Flat bronze, granite or marble markers and upright granite marble headstones are available. The style chosen must be consistent with existing monuments.

Government-furnished headstones and markers must be inscribed with the name of the deceased, branch of service, and the year of birth and death, in this order. The headstones may also be inscribed with an authorized emblem of belief, additional text including military grade, rate or rank, war service, complete dates of birth and death, military awards, military organizations and civilian or veteran affiliations. When burial in a national, state or military veterans cemetery, the headstone must be ordered through

cemetery officials. When burial occurs in a private cemetery, an application for a

government furnished headstone must be made to VA. Mail a completed VA Form

40-1330 along with a copy of the veteran’s military service discharge document to

Memorial Programs Service (403), Dept. of VA, 810 Vermont Ave., NW, Washington, DC 20420. Application for Headstones and Markers will be given to the Funeral Director.

Burial in National Cemeteries:

Veterans discharged under conditions other than dishonorable are eligible for burial in a VA national cemetery. Reservists and National Guard members are eligible if they were eligible for retired pay at the time of death. Spouses and minor children may be buried

in a national cemetery. Minor children are those under 21 years of age or under 23 years of age if pursuing a course of instruction at an approved educational institution. Unmarried adult children who are physically or mentally disabled and incapable of self-support are eligible for burial. Gravesites in national cemeteries cannot be reserved. The funeral director or next of kin makes interment arrangements for a veteran or dependent at time of need by contacting the national cemetery in which burial is desired. Reservations made under previous programs are honored.

VA Burial Benefits

Presidential Memorial Certificates:

Certificates signed by the president are issued upon request to recognize military service of honorable discharged deceased veterans. Can be requested at a VA Office or by mail:

Military Funeral Honors:

The Department of Defense will provide military funeral honors for burial of military members and eligible veterans. This consists of folding and presentation of the U.S. flag and the playing of Taps by a bugler or electronic recording. The detail consists of two or more uniformed members of the armed forces with at least one member from the service in which the deceased veteran served. When available arrangements are to be arranged

by the funeral director. 

Survivor Benefits:

Dependency and Indemnity Compensation (DIC) payments may be available to surviving spouses. Please contact your county Veterans Service Officer to determine eligibility.

Burial Flags:

VA provides a U.S. flag to drape the casket or accompany the urn of the deceased veteran.

Other Benefits

• VA will pay a $300 burial expense and $300 towards a burial plot (not for national cemetery.) VA will pay a burial allowance up to $2,000 if the veteran’s death is service connected.

• VA will provide an American flag to the family of the veteran, either through the VA or through the funeral director.

• Contact Social Security Administration for survivor’s benefits and a $255 benefit for the surviving spouse at (800) 772-1213.

• VA will pay the cost of transportation from the VA to the burial site.

• Contact your County Veterans Service Officer for eligibility of widow or widower’s pension.
