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For the last 20 years, Dr. Gonzalez-Rothi's research has focused on understanding the brain organization of spoken language, reading, spelling, memory, attention/intention, gesture and tool use.  Disorders of these functions may occur as the result of stroke, degenerative diseases such as Alzheimer's Disease, or trauma.  In the last ten years her research focus has grown to include studies of the treatment of disorders of these systems, including treatments for anomia, agrammatism, alexia, agraphia, apraxia, and inattention as well as aprosodia, a disorder of the expression of mood through the voice.  Dr. Gonzalez Rothi has edited two books focused on various aspects of neuropsychology and has authored numerous chapters, articles, and abstracts in scientific publications. In the past, Dr. Gonzalez Rothi's research has been funded by the Rehabilitation Research and Development Service of the Department of Veterans Affairs, the National Institutes of Health, Brooks Health Foundation, Inc, Jacksonville, and the American-Speech-Language-Hearing Association. In each of these research projects, the challenge is to create treatments for disorders of various cognitive functions, to show that the treatments are effective not only in the clinic but also in natural contexts such as at home, and to create effective methods to deliver such care more efficiently (such as by phone, internet, or in groups) and to maintain gains longer.
