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Nan Musson, M.A. is a speech language pathologist affiliated with the VA Brain Rehabilitation Research Center.  Her research, which involves her background in neurogenic communications disorders, includes standardized measures and outcomes of normal swallow function in aging adults and disordered swallow function in those who suffer from neurogenic problems and head and neck cancer. In addition, Ms. Musson’s research focuses on the treatment of chronic aphasia, including group aphasia treatment, telepractice, and computerized assessment of acquired language disorders.
