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Over the last 10 years, Dr. Chumbler’s research has identified and evaluated effective strategies to deliver accessible services and improve patient-centered outcomes for frail, non-institutionalized, older adults. He is currently implementing and evaluating care coordination models, which are enhanced by home-telehealth technologies, for veterans with disabling, chronic diseases.  The goal of this research is to improve patient-centered outcomes (e.g., health-related quality of life), avert preventable health services, reduce costs, and assist informal caregivers.
