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Dr. Kendall is interested in rehabilitation of language impairment in individuals who have suffered a stroke.  She is ending work on a three year VA RR&D Career Development Award that investigated therapy for impairment in the ability to name objects ("anomia") when other aspects of speech are normal.  Dr. Kendall was just awarded a VA RR&D Advanced Career Development Award to develop a valid and reliable outcome measure to assess phonologic function in aphasia.
