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Dr. Nadeau’s research is primarily focused on the application of knowledge about brain systems, neural networks, and neural plasticity to rehabilitation of language impairment and weakness following stroke.  This research involves developing new behavioral therapies for these impairments (e.g., speech therapy and physical therapy), seeking to understand who benefits and why, and seeking to understand the mechanisms by which these therapies work.  It also involves the development and testing of drugs that might increase the effectiveness of behavioral therapies in reducing impairment.
