RESEARCH POLICY ON THE USE OF HAZARDOUS AGENTS, 

SELECT AGENTS AND TOXINS 
It is the policy of the Research Service at the North Florida/South Georgia Health Care System that studies involving Hazardous Biological and Chemical Agents as defined in VHA Handbook 1200.6 appendix A-1; studies that involve the use of Select Agents and Toxins as listed at the www.cdc.gov/od/sap website; and BSL-3 studies will not be allowed to be done at this VA Medical Center.  The Subcommittee for Research Safety (SRS), Institutional Animal Care and Use Committee (IACUC) and the Research and Development Committee (R&D) will not approve studies of this type to take place within the Research Laboratories or Veterinary Medical Unit at this facility.  This center’s affiliate the University of Florida has the facilities available to accommodate tresearch studies that involve hazardous agents and select agents and toxins.  With the approval of the appropriate UF committees, all studies of this type may take place at the University of Florida.  This policy shall be reviewed on an annual basis by the SRS and R&D Committee.
