Instructions to Request
Human Use of Ionizing Radiation for Research 

All requests for human use of ionizing radiation (from radionuclide or from machines, like x-rays) must be, first, made to the University of Florida’s Human Use of Radioisotopes and Radiation Committee (HURRC) and UF IRB.   Second, after the HURRC and IRB approvals have been obtained, the proposal must also be approved by NF/SG VHS Radiation Safety Committee.  Third, after all these approvals are obtained, submit your protocol to the NF/SG VHS Sub-Committee for Research Safety for review and approval.
