Hysterosalpingogram (HSG)
You are scheduled for a Hysterosalpingogram , also called HSG. This is a test that looks at the uterus, and the fallopian tubes.  <<<During an HSG, caregivers use a special type of x-ray called fluoroscopy. 
A fluoroscopy shows moving pictures of your cervix, uterus, and fallopian tube while the HSG is being done. These real time movie-like images of the body are shown on a monitor. Dye is injected through the cervix (lower part of uterus) to better outline the uterus and tubes. An HSG usually takes less than one hour and is done 3 to 5 days after your monthly period. With HSG, caregivers may correctly diagnose your health problem and proper treatment may be given.
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Preparation for the Test:
· The preparation for this test is nothing by mouth after midnight. 
· Please do not eat anything the day of your test. 
· You may take your medications with a small amount of water. 

· You will need to have a driver for after this test.

After the Test:
· You are able to eat and drink as normal.

· You may  have some slight discomfort after the test
You will need to report to the lab 2 hours before your procedure to have a pregnancy test. Once you have finished with the lab please report to radiology. 
Once your lab results come back we will begin the procedure.
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If you have not completed your menstrual cycle or are spotting, please call and reschedule your appointment and ask for Allison Bakke or Ginny Scott.
