“During this outreach event, Veterans can receive assistance specifically with VA health care and other benefits to include information on local, state, and federal Veteran resources”, stated Anthony Gardiner, Licensed Professional Counselor and Jacksonville Vet Center Director.  

The MVCs of the Department of Veterans Affairs provide readjustment counseling and information resources to Veterans across the country. “We are excited about this opportunity to participate, like community-based Vet Centers, Mobile Vet Centers focus on services that help Veterans make the sometimes-difficult transition between military and civilian life” said Byron Rowe, Mobile Vet Center Veterans Outreach Program Specialist.

MVC resembling super-sized recreational vehicles - are driven to far-reaching rural areas to provide Veterans with services such as counseling for Post-Traumatic Stress Disorder and Military Sexual Trauma, bereavement counseling, marriage and family counseling, and resources like VA benefits information and suicide prevention referrals and much more. All services onboard the MVC are confidential and provided at no cost to Veterans and their family members.
