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· No visitors under 18 (including infants) are permitted into the facility. We continue to encourage the use of telephones, internet, social media, and other virtual communication tools for families to stay connected with their loved ones. 
· Visitors allowed under rare exceptions must comply with screening/masking requirements outlined by the facility
· No overnight stays 

Community Living Centers/ Residential Units
Visitation is prohibited in our Community Living Centers and other Inpatient Residential Units; exceptions may be made in compassionate cases.
Inpatient Units
No visitors will be permitted except under specific circumstances and by prior approval from Chief Nurse or Nurse Supervisor (after hours). A maximum of one designated visitor per patient will be permitted for:
· end-of-life care. 
· accompanying patient for hospital discharge.
· patient undergoing surgery requiring anesthesia. Visitor will be required to remain in waiting area until procedure completed. If admitted, the visitor will not be able to accompany the patient to their room. 
· if the patient’s care team requests for a specific reason.  
Emergency Department
No visitors will be permitted in the Emergency Department with rare exception for determining baseline behavior/health status as needed by the medical care team or if patient requires support person to manage a wheelchair or other cognitive impairments. Verification can be granted by the Chief Nurse or Nurse supervisor (after hours). 
Outpatient Appointments
No guests or visitors are permitted to accompany adult patients unless special assistance is required. Special assistance can include, but is not limited, to:
· Drivers for ambulatory procedures 
· Support person to manage a wheelchair or other cognitive impairments.
